Indicates grades with proposed slope in excess of 3:1. Areas may require erosion control measures.

Sod strips laid in this area to be laid perpendicular to the slope , on the contour, never up and down the
slope and working up. Longest dimension is perpendicular with the slope, and staggered in a brick-like
pattern with snug even joints, so that open space does not invite erosion. On slopes greater than 3:1,
secure sod to surface soil with wood pegs, wire staples, or split shingles (8” to 10” long by %” wide).

The use of ladders will facilitate work on steep slopes and prevent damage to the sod.

5/L2 - SODDED CHANNEL AREAS:

Lay sod strips perpendicular to the direction of waterflow and stagger in a bricklike pattern. Staple firmly
at the corners and middle of each strip.
