Thank you for providing the Ministry of Citizenship and Multiculturalism (MCM) with the Notice of 
Commencement for the above-referenced project. MCM ’s interest in this Environmental 
Assessment (EA) project relates to its mandate of conserving Ontario’s cultural heritage, which 
includes: 

• archaeological resources, including land and marine; 

• built heritage resources, including bridges and monuments; and 

• cultural heritage landscapes. 
 
Under the EA process, the proponent is required to determine a project’s potential impact on 
known (previously recognized) and potential cultural heritage resources.  
 
Project Summary 
The County of Prince Edward (The County) is initiating two separate, concurrent Class 
Environmental Assessment (Class EA) studies for the proposed replacement of the existing 
Wellington Water and Wastewater Treatment Plants, located at 459 Main St. & 461 Main St., 
Wellington ON, respectively. The Class EA studies will be carried out in accordance with the 
requirements of Schedule ‘C’ projects of the Municipal Class Environmental Assessment 
document (October 2000, amended in 2007, 2011 & 2015). 
 
Identifying Cultural Heritage Resources 
While some cultural heritage resources may have already been formally identified, others may be 
identified through screening and evaluation.  
 
Archaeological Resources  
Our records indicate that as part of the Wellington Master Servicing Plan for Water, Wastewater 
and Stormwater a Stage 1 archaeological assessment (AA) (under Project Information Form (PIF) 
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P383-0172-2019) and Stage 2 AA (under PIF P383-0206-2020) have been entered into the 
Ontario Public Register of Archaeological Reports. 
 
Please note that this EA project may impact marine archaeological resources and should be 
screened using the MTCS Criteria for Evaluating Marine Archaeological Potential to determine if 
a marine archaeological assessment is needed. MCM archaeological sites data are available at 
archaeology@ontario.ca.  
 
If the EA project area exhibits archaeological potential, then an archaeological assessment (AA) 
shall be undertaken by an archaeologist licenced under the Ontario Heritage Act (OHA), who is 
responsible for submitting the report directly to MCM for review. 
 
Built Heritage Resources and Cultural Heritage Landscapes 
A Cultural Heritage Resource Assessment (prepared by ASI, and dated April 2021) was 
undertaken as part of the Wellington Master Servicing Plan for Water, Wastewater and 
Stormwater.  
 
Environmental Assessment Reporting 
All technical cultural heritage studies and their recommendations are to be addressed and 
incorporated into EA projects. Please advise MCM whether any technical cultural heritage studies 
will be completed for this EA project and provide them to MCM before issuing a Notice of 
Completion or commencing any work on the site. If screening has identified no known or potential 
cultural heritage resources, or no impacts to these resources, please include the completed 
checklists and supporting documentation in the EA report or file.  
 
Thank you for consulting MCM on this project and please continue to do so throughout the EA 
process.

The Funeral, Burial and Cremation Services Act, 2002, S.O. 2002, c.33 requires that any person discovering human remains must 
cease all activities immediately and notify the police or coroner. If the coroner does not suspect foul play in the disposition of the 
remains, in accordance with Ontario Regulation 30/11 the coroner shall notify the Registrar, Ontario Ministry of Public and Business 
Service Delivery, which administers provisions of that Act related to burial sites. In situations where human remains are associated 
with archaeological resources, the Ministry of Citizenship and Multiculturalism should also be notified (at archaeology@ontario.ca) to 
ensure that the archaeological site is not subject to unlicensed alterations which would be a contravention of the Ontario Heritage Act.

Subject: Applicability of the Impact Assessment Act to the Municipal 

Class Environmental Assessment proposed by County of Prince 
Edward 

 
 
Thank you for your correspondence, dated September 26, 2022 regarding the 
proposed replacement of the existing Wellington Water and Wastewater 
Treatment Plants proposed by The County of Prince Edward. 
 
The Impact Assessment Act (the IAA) sets out the federal process for assessing 
the impacts of certain major projects, including the assessment of positive and 
negative environmental, economic, health and social effects that are within the 
legislative authority of the Parliament of Canada. The Physical Activities 
Regulations (the Regulations) under the IAA identify the physical activities that 
constitute the “designated projects” that are subject to the IAA and may require 
an impact assessment. Proponents of designated projects are required to submit 
an Initial Project Description to the Impact Assessment Agency of Canada (the 
Agency) to inform a determination of whether an impact assessment is required. 
 
The information provided does not specifically identify a physical activity that 
might be described in the Regulations. Should details or design aspects of the 
Project change such that the Project may include physical activities that are 
described in the Regulations, contact the Agency to discuss these changes and 
the implications on the applicability of the IAA. 
 
Please note that for physical activities not described in the Regulations, 
subsection 9(1) of the IAA provides that the Minister of Environment and Climate 
Change (the Minister) may designate a physical activity. The Minister may 
designate on request or on his or her own initiative. A physical activity may be 
designated if the Minister is of the opinion that the carrying out of that activity 
may cause adverse effects within federal jurisdiction or adverse direct or 



 

 

incidental effects (resulting from federal decisions), or if public concerns related 
to those effects warrant the designation. Should the Minister designate the 
physical activity it would be considered a designated project and an Initial Project 
Description would be required. 
 
Should the Project be carried out in whole or in part on federal lands, section 82 
of the IAA would apply if any federal authority is required to exercise a power, 
duty or function under an Act other than IAA in order for the Project to proceed, 
or is providing financial assistance for the purpose of enabling the Project to be 
carried out. In that case, that federal authority must ensure that any Project 
assessment requirements under those provisions are satisfied.  
 
In addition, other federal regulatory permits, authorizations and/or licences may 
still be required.

The Ministry of Natural Resources and Forestry (MNRF) received the Notice of 
Commencement for the Municipal Class Environmental Assessment for Wellington Water and 
Wastewater Treatment Plants, in the County of Price Edward, on October 6, 2022.  Thank you 
for circulating this to our office.  Please note that we have not competed a screening of natural 
heritage or other resource values for the project at this time.  This response, however, does 
provide information to guide you in identifying and assessing natural features and resources as 
required by applicable policies and legislation, as well as engaging with the ministry for advice 
as needed. 
 
Please also note that it is the proponent’s responsibility to be aware of, and comply with, all 
relevant federal or provincial legislation, municipal by-laws or other agency approvals. 
 
Natural Heritage 
 
MNRF’s natural heritage and natural resources GIS data layers can be obtained through the 
ministry’s Land Information Ontario (LIO) website.  You may also view natural heritage 
information online (e.g., Provincially Significant Wetlands, ANSI’s, woodlands, etc.) using the 
Make a Map: Natural Heritage Areas tool.  We recommend that you use the above-noted 
sources of information during the review of your project proposal.  
 
Natural Hazards 
 
A series of natural hazard technical guides developed by MNRF are available to support 
municipalities and conservation authorities implement the natural hazard policies in the 
Provincial Policy Statement (PPS).  For example, standards to address flood risks and the 
potential impacts and costs from riverine flooding are addressed in the Technical Guide River 
and Stream Systems: Flooding Hazard Limit (2002).  We recommend that you consider these 
technical guides as you assess specific improvement projects that can be undertaken to 
reduce the risk of flooding. 
 
Fish and Wildlife Conservation Act 
 
Please note, that should the project require: 

• The relocation of fish outside of the work area, a Licence to Collect Fish for Scientific 
Purposes under the Fish and Wildlife Conservation Act will be required.

• The relocation of wildlife outside of the work area (including amphibians, reptiles, and 

small mammals), a Wildlife Collector’s Authorization under the Fish and Wildlife 

Conservation Act will be required. 

Public Lands Act & Lakes and Rivers Improvement Act 
 
Some projects may be subject to the provisions of the Public Lands Act or Lakes and River 
Improvement Act.  Please review the information on MNRF’s web pages provided below 
regarding when an approval is, or is not, required.  Please note that many of the authorizations 
under the Lakes and Rivers Improvement Act are administered by the local Conservation 
Authority.
